The Nepal flag was officially 
adopted on December 16, 
1962. The blue border 
symbolizes peace. The red 
represents the color of the 
rhododendron, Nepal's official 
flower. The crescent moon is 
said to represent the royal 
house, while the sun 
represents the Rana family.  
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There are about 18 million people that live 
in Nepal. Most of these are Hindus (who 
live mainly in the lowlands) and Buddhists, 
who live in mountain villages close to 
Tibet. Hindus, who make up 90% of the 
population, control political and religious 
life. But Buddhism has a special 
connection to Nepal: Siddhartha Gautama, 
who was later honored as the Buddha, 
was born in the Terai  in 543 BC.
